• Course Offerings – addressing international or global topics

• Graduation Requirements – course(s), distribution, language(s)

• Infused Content – readings, topics, and guest speakers

• Programs Abroad – study, work, intern, or serve for credit

• Campus Activities – clubs, events, meetings, programs, housing, etc.

• International Collaboration – on projects, through technology, etc.   

• Institutional Structure – person, office, center, or department

• Administrative Commitment – mission, plan, and support
