w One of 22 schools nationwide awarding Malone Family Grar
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Students and Faculty

SA Students:

w 20% students of color

w Nearly $1 million awarded in financial aid

w 19% of 2007 seniors were National Merit Finalists

w 28 of last 30 AP Scholars from Mississippi

SA Faculty:

w 36% have studied , worked, or lived outside of USA

w 50% have studied 2 or more languages beyond English
w 53% have traveled to 5 or more countries

w 72% interested in studying abroad in the near future



The Context: Mississippi

w Wide range of sockeconomic and educational challenges:

w 50" in per capita income and in student retention in grades 1

w 50" in 4" grade reading and inf8grade math and reading (NAEP)

w More than one in four do not graduate on time

w 48"AYy 9RdzOI A2y 2-BSSu@essndex nd [/ KI
w At same time, some positive steps forward:
